Two of them lived in the house
for a specific period of time; imam Ali Bin Mohammed Al-Hadi (pbuh) and his
son imam Al-Hassan Bin Ali Al-Askari (pubh). In such a spot, his son imam Al-
Mahdi (pbuh) was born. Historians have mentioned that imam Ali Al-Hadi (pbuh)
bought a piece of land from a Christian; Dalil Bin Yaqob and built his house®®.
Later, the house turned to be a great shrine with the tombs of the two imams;
Al-Hadi and Al-Askari (pubt). In addition, there are the shrines of lady Hakima
daughter of imam Al-Jawad (pbut), lady Narjis the mother of imam Al-Mahdi
(pbut), the mother of imam Mohammed Al- Askari (pbut), and the sons of imam
Al-Hadi (pbut); Hussein bin Ali and Jafar bin Ali (pbut).

Abu Dulaf Mosque

It is one of the famous ancient mosques in holy Samarra. It is located in
Al-Mutawaklyah city, which was built by the Abbasid Al-Mutawakkil the
Abbasid in 246 A.H- 860 A.C. Ilts name comes from the fact that people use
in the last centureies for the gerosity and bravery Abu Dulaf maintains:
he is Al-Qasim Bin Yahya Bin Magqil Al-Ajly, one of the rare Abbasid Arab
leaders during such a period.” The structure of the mosque is identical
to Al-dJumaa‘® mosque about 15 km north of Samarra and about 40 km of
the holy Al-Askari holy shrine ,pbut. The mosque is 216 M long and 138 M
wide. The mosque area is 30000 M. There is a uncovered courtyard of 156
M long and 102 M wide®.

It is one of the ancient sites on the western bank of Tigris, north of
Samarra. There are three viewpoints on its name: the first is derived
from the place of executing those who oppose Abbasid authority® .
the second from a cemetery of an Arab woman from Saliba tribe, a wife of
an Abbasid ruler: in the archaeological excavation in 1911, there were three
tombs found under the dome. It was believed that these tombs belonged to
Al-Muntasir, Al-Muataz, and Al-Muhtadi‘®.The third view is derived recently
during the dark ages of Iraq as this place was a den of bandits in time of
insecurity. They plundered people of their values, dialectically, to plunder
means to " salib" in Arbic; "salab" means the one who plunders peole of
their goods and so forth.
